Background, History and Context

This request is for a sector development plan map amendment and site development plan for
building permit for a single family residence and restaurant with beer and wine, at 1223 Tijeras Ave.
N.W. The subject site, comprising a bungalow on a 0.1 acre lot, is at the northeast corner of Tijeras
Avenue and 13™ Street west of Downtown. Tijeras Avenue ends one block further west, at 14"
Street and Central Avenue, which runs at a diagonal in this area.

The request is similar to an application approved by the Environmental Planning Commission (EPC)
on March 22, 2001. At that time, the EPC’s approval of the site development plan for building
permit was appealed by the Board of the Downtown Nei ghborhoods Association (Ref. AC-01-11).
The Board also filed a protest to the associated EPC recommendations to amend the Sector
Development Plan and Zone Map, on the grounds that policies in the Downtown Neighborhood Area
Sector and the Downtown 2010 Plan did not support conversion of a dwelling to a commercial use.
On October 1, 2001, City Council moved to accept the appeal and have the EPC decision withdrawn.

The current application differs in that an addition of 268 square feet would link the existing dwelling
and garage. The garage would also be converted to a bedroom with bath. As a result, the total
square footage would increase to 1,945 square feet and the residential element of the property would
become ancillary to the restaurant use.
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Land uses north of the subject property along both sides of 13" Street are predominantly residential,
with a mix of single tamily homes and townhouses. In contrast, those fronting the north side of
Tijeras Avenue from 14™ to 12" Streets are predominantly smali professional offices housed in
structures that vary in terms of mass and style. Southwest across from 1223 Tijeras Avenue is the
Soldiers & Sailors Park, a pocket park. Directly across Tijeras Avenue is the rear of a modest two-
story motel that fronts Central Avenue.

If the current application to the Environment Planning Commission is successful, the applicant

intends to submit a site development plan to the Landmarks Urban Conservation Commission as
their existing structure is listed as a “contributing’ property in the Fourth Ward Historic Overlay

Zone.

Long Range Roadway System
The Long Range Roadway System designates this stretch of Tijeras Avenue as a local street. It is
one-way going east between 14" Street/Central Avenue and 12" Street.
The Long Range Roadway System designates 13" Street as a local street.
The Long Range Roadway System designates 12th Street (east of the subject property) as a Minor
Arterial, with a right-of-way of 86'.
The Long Range Roadway System designates Central Avenue (to the south and east of the subject

property) as a Principal Arterial, with a right-of-way of 124" as it is in the Established & Developing
Urban areas.

Public Facilities/Community Services

Transit: The Long Range High Capacity Transit System map designates Central Avenue as having
potential for development as a high capacity transit facility. Central Avenue is one block south and
two blocks west of the subject site. Two frequent transit routes currently run along Central Avenue:

e The 766 — Rapid Ride operates Monday to Saturday with an 11 minute headway, from
approximately 6 AM to 8 PM; the termini are at Tramway & Wenonah and Bridge & Central.

e The 66 — Central operates with a 15 minute headway, on Monday to Saturday from
approximately 6 AM to 10 PM and on Sunday from approximately 6 AM to 5 PM; the termini
are at America’s Parkway (the Uptown Transit Center) and Central & Unser.

The closest bus stop is at the corner of Central Ave /Tijeras Avenue and 14" Street, a block away
from the subject property.
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ANALYSIS OF APPLICABLE ORDINANCES, PLANS AND POLICIES
Albugquerque Comprehensive Zoning Code

Existing zoning is SU-2 Special Neighborhood Zone for TH (see Zoning Code § 14-16-2-23 and
Appendix H). The relevant sector plan is the Downtown Neighborhood Area Sector Development
Plan. The SU-2 Special Neighborhood Zone “allows a mixture of uses controlled by a Sector
Development Plan”. The TH (Townhouse) land use largely corresponds to the R-T Residential Zone
in the Zoning Code, with some exceptions (see § 14-16-2-9 and p. AH-13 of the Zoning Code/or A.
Land Use, p. 15 in the sector plan). The R-T Residential Zone “provides suitable sites for houses,
townhouses, and uses incidental thereto in the Established and Central Urban areas”. The four
exceptions in the sector plan to the R-T zone reduce the requirements for minimum lot area, front
sctback, off-street parking and open space, in keeping with the density of this central urban area.

The applicant proposes SU-2 for SU-1 Special Use Zone (see Zoning Code § 14-16-2-22). The SU-
I zone “provides suitable sites for uses which are special because of infrequent occurrence, effect on
surrounding property, safety, hazard, or other reasons, and in which the appropriateness of the use t0
a specific location is partly or entirely dependent on the character of the site design”. Within the
SU-1 zone, the applicant requests Single Family Residence and Restaurant with a Beer and Wine
License.

A restaurant with beer and wine is neither a permissive nor conditional use in any residential
zone (see Zoning Code Appendix A, p. AAS5). Operating a restaurant as a home occupation is not
an option because it does not meet the relevant criteria listed under R-1 (see Zoning Code § 14-
16-2-6 (AX2)Xg)). The proposed combination of a single family home and a restaurant with beer
and wine license occurs infrequently and its appropriateness is partly dependent on the character
of the site design, which is reviewed below. Staff agrees with the applicant that the SU-1 Special
Use Zone is the appropriate zone for this combination of uses.

Albuquerque / Bernalillo County Comprehensive Plan

The subject site is Jocated in the area designated Central Urban Area by the Comprehensive Plan
with a Goal to “promote the Central Urban Area as a focus for arts, cultural and public
facilities/activities while recognizing and enhancing the character of its residential neighborhoods
and its importance as the historic center of the City.” The Central Urban Area is a portion of the
larger Established Urban Area with a Goal to “create a quality urban environment which perpetuates
the tradition of identifiable, individual but integrated communities within the metropolitan area and
which offers variety and maximum choice in housing, transportation, work areas and life styles,
while creating a visually pleasing built environment”. The applicant and/or staff consider that the
proposal furthers the following policies:

Policy B.5. DEVELOPING AND ESTABLISHED URBAN AREAS
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d. The location, intensity, and design of new development shall respect existing neighborhood
values, natural environmental conditions and carrying capacities, scenic resources, and resources of
other social, cultural, recreational concern.

Staff considers that the proposed use, the minor redevelopment involved and the landscaping
changes respect existing neighborhood values. They are supported by the Downtown
Neighborhood Association.

0.: Redevelopment and rehabilitation of older neighborhoods in the Established Urban Area shall be
continued and strengthened.

Staff agrees to some extent with the applicant that the project would contribute to redevelopment
and rehabilitation of the neighborhood, primarily by creating a new business and service in the
community.

Policy B.6. CENTRAL URBAN AREA

The Goal is to promote the Central Urban Area as a focus for arts, cultural, and public
facilities/activities while recognizing and enhancing the character of its residential neighborhoods
and its importance as the historic center of the city.

Staff considers that the proposal supports this goal, as it will create a quality restaurant in a
historic downtown residence, that is located at the edge of the Central Avenue corridor.

Policy B.7. ACTIVITY CENTERS

The Goal is to “expand and strengthen concentrations of moderate and high-density mixed land use
and social/economic activities which reduce urban sprawl, auto travel needs, and service costs, and
which enhance the identity of Albuquerque and its communities.”

a: Aclivity centers are designated by the Centers and Corridors map where appropriate to help shape
the built environment in a sustainable development pattern, create mixed-use concentrations of
interrelated activities that promote transit and pedestrian access both to and within the Activity
Center, and maximize cost-cffectiveness of City services.

In the staff’s view, the proposal is a good example of interrelated social/economic activities that
reduce auto travel needs and enhance the identity of the Downtown Neighborhood, helping to
Sulfill the goal of Activity Centers and furthering Policy B.7.a. in particular. The applicant will
live and work on site, generate employment for 2 or 3 support staff and provide a service in a
‘sustainable’ location, as it is on the edge of residential and commercial areas and is accessible on
Sfoot and by bus.

The applicant states that it will contribute to upgrading efforts in support of the pedestrian
environment, but seems to have cited the wrong policy (B.7.b.)

Policy C.1. AIR QUALITY
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b. Automobile travel’s adverse effects on air quality shall be reduced through a balanced land
use/transportation system that promotes the efficient placement of housing, employment and
services.

The proposal integrates residential and commercial uses, both on the subject site and within the
wider scope of the neighborhood, thereby minimizing the need to travel.

The applicant has also cited policies C.1.e, £, g., h. and i., but staff thinks these are not relevant.
Four are technical in nature and implemented through other means than the development
process; the last refers to industrial uses.

Policy C.5. HISTORIC RESOURCES
The Goal is to protect, reuse, or enhance significant historic districts and buildings.
¢. Increase public and inter-agency awareness of historic resources and preservation concerns.

Staff agrees that the proposal furthers the goal and policy c. by opening a contributing building in
the historic Fourth Ward to the public as a restaurant.

The applicant also cites policies a. and b. which do not seem relevant, as they are to be
implemented through public agencies’ actions rather than the private development process.

Policy D.4. TRANSPORTATION AND TRANSIT

b. The City... will promote on-going public/private cooperation necessary to create private market
conditions that support intensified development of jobs and housing in these corridors (Major
Transit and Enhanced Transit Corridors).

g. Pedestrian opportunities shall be promoted and integrated into development to create safe and
pleasant non-motorized travel conditions.

The proposed use will create jobs and encourage walking and transit use as an alternative fo
automobile travel, due to the site’s location near Central Avenue and at the edge of the Downtown
Neighborhood.

Policy D.5. HOUSING
b. Quality and innovation in new housing design and construction shall be promoted and quality of
existing housing improved through concentrated renovation programs in deteriorating

neighborhoods.

Staff does not consider this policy relevant, as the main purpose of the proposed development is to
accommodate the residential and additional restaurant use within the existing property.

Policy D.6. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

The Goal is to achieve steady and diversified economic development balanced with other important
social, cultural, and environmental goals.

a. New employment opportunities which will accommodate a wide range of occupational skills and
salary levels shall be encouraged and new jobs located convenient to areas of most need.
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b. Development of local business enterprises as well as the recruitment of outside firms shall be
emphasized.

¢. Opportunities for improvement in occupational skills and advancement shall be

encouraged.

d. Tourism shall be promoted.

Staff agrees that the project will contribute to economic development by providing some
employment opportunities (2 or 3 employees in addition to the owner are envisaged) and the
establishment of a new business, that serves local residents and tourists . The applicant has not
explained how it will further policy c.

Policy D.9. PUBLIC SAFETY
d. Emergency and routine crime prevention efforts shall be continued and improved.

While staff agrees that the project will create activity, more foot traffic and therefore more ‘eyes’
on the street, it does not further any particular policy in this section but rather the overall goal of
‘a safe and secure community’.

Water Conservation/Green Principles

These are not applicable to the development proposal, which consists of a small 268 square foot
addition to an existing property. New landscaping will be added in accordance with relevant
repulations and is addressed below in the relevant section.

Sector Plan (Rank 111)

The Downtown Neighborhood Area Sector Development Plan (DNA sector plan) was first
adopted in October, 1976, and amended in March, 1999. The Plan generally encompasses properties
northwest of Downtown, between Mountain Road to the north, Central Avenue to the south, 6%
Street to the East and 19" Street to the West.

The DNA sector plan establishes a SU-2 Special Neighborhood Zone, Redeveloping Area, for the
entire neighborhood, with more specific land uses designated in sub-areas (p. 15). The block where
the subject site is situated is currently zoned Townhouse land (SU-2 for TH). This zone corresponds
to the R-T Residential zone in the City’s Zoning Code, with four exceptions that concern lot area,
front yard setback, off-street parking and usable open space (see p. 15).

The applicant requests a zone change to SU-2 for SU-1 Special Use Zone for Single Family
Residence with Restaurant with a beer and wine license. The SU-1 designation was originally given
to existing churches in the area.

By adapting an existing residence for a new use without significantly altering its historic
character, the proposal supports one of the principal goals of the DNA sector plan, ‘the
conservation and renewal of neighborhoods’ (see p. 13). It furthers two specific long-term
objectives (see p. 14):

—
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Objective (4) Preservation of the area’s historical development pattern while allowing increasing
residential density on the eastern border of the area;

Objective (7) Conservation of a historically important neighborhood and preservation of selected
buildings, which have historical and cultural significance.

The site is also within the Fourth Ward Historic Overlay Zone, for which Design Guidelines were
adopted in March 13, 2002 and revised in May 8, 2002. To insure that building projects are
compatible with traditional neighborhood features, property owners must receive a Certificate of
Appropriateness from the City before they begin work. Exterior alterations and additions to existing
buildings (not interior work or routine maintenance), new construction, and demolition of
contributing buildings, require a Certificate of Appropriateness. The subject property is designated a
Contributing Building, defined as adding “to the historic architectural qualities of the district and
possesses historic integrity reflecting the district’s character”. As such, any alterations to the
building shall conform to relevant guidelines in the document and be reviewed for approval by the
Iandmarks and Urban Conservation Commission (LUCC).

The applicant states his intention to apply to the LUCC if the EPC approves the present request.
Staff has consulted with LUCC staff about the applicant’s site development plan. Preliminary
review indicates that it is not an unreasonable or precedent-setting proposal in terms of its design.

Other documents

The subject site also lies four blocks west of the boundary (at 9'" Street and Tijeras Avenue) of the

Downtown 2010 Sector Development Plan adopted in May, 2000. The Plan is a 10-year policy
and implementation plan for Downtown, providing the framework to guide public and private
decision-making regarding land use, transportation, development regulations and public investment.
Although the Plan focuses on the Downtown Core, and does not supersede any Rank IIT sector
development plan for surrounding neighborhoods such as the DNA Plan, a policy on “Healthy
Neighborhoods™ in the Downtown 2010 Plan focuses specifically on surrounding neighborhoods.

The “Healthy Neighborhoods™ Goal is to “Preserve and enhance the character of the neighborhoods
which surround Downtown™.

Staff considers that the proposal furthers this policy by opening a quality restaurant to the public
in a historic residence, but not the many other policies cited by the applicant because they pertain
to the Downtown Core Area.

The subject property is immediately adjacent to the Soldiers and Sailors Park Metropolitan
Redevelopment Area along Central Avenue. There are no current projects within the area that
would affect--or be affected by--the proposed changes at 1223 Tijeras Avenue NW.

Resolution 270-1980 (Policies for Zone Map Change Applications)

This Resolution outlines policies and requirements for deciding zone map change applications
pursuant to the Comprehensive City Zoning Code. There are several tests that must be met and the
applicant must provide sound justification for the change. The burden is on the applicant to show
why a change should be made, not on the City to show why the change should not be made.
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The applicant must demonstrate that the existing zoning is inappropriate because of one of three
findings: there was an error when the existing zone map pattern was created; or changed
neighborhood or community conditions justify the change; or a different use category is more
advantageous to the community, as articulated in the Comprehensive Plan or other City master plan.

Section 1A:

The proposed restaurant use will generate additional activity and impacts (traffic, noise, odors) in
the neighborhood, which will be concentrated on four weekday evenings and mid-day on week-
ends. These hours differ from those of offices along Tijeras Avenue. However, the impacts will be
limited in intensity because the restaurant: will be relatively small (maximum seating 48); will
operate on a ‘reservation only’ and ‘single seating’ basis; will operate on the premises of a single
Samily home which will continue to serve as a residence. In a wider context, the proposed zone
change will not jeopardize the health, morals, and general welfare of the City. It will have little
adverse impact on the environment and on public facilities and infrastructure.

Section 1B:

Zoning in the area was established by the DNA Sector Plan 1976 (amended March 1999). The
proposed zone change to SU-2/SU-1 for SFR and Restaurant with Beer and Wine License
introduces a new combination of land uses in the area. Although a single family residential use is
consistent with the existing zoning of SU-2/TH Townhouse, the proposed restaurant element is
not. Nevertheless, a restaurant is not completely at odds with other non-residential zoning and
land uses in the area. Properties along Tijeras Avenue in the block to the west and south of the
subject site —essentially along the Central Avenue corridor--are zoned SU-2 for CC (Community
Commercial). This zone corresponds to the C-2 Community Commercial Zone in the Zoning
Code, where ‘restaurant and outdoor seating’ is a permissive use. The applicant states that a
larger restaurant, Stephens, in fact operated in that block between 1988 and 1999. The existing
land uses in the block to the west are conforming office uses. A motel is the existing use to the
south of the subject site, also conforming to the CC zone.

The entire block in which the subject site is located is zoned SU-2 for TH. Prior to adoption of the
DNA Sector Plan 1976, the southern half of the block, i.e. the properties on Tijeras Avenue, were
zoned commercial (C-1). Here is a brief land use chronology of these properties, from the subject
site east to 12" Street:

1219 Tijeras — Unity Centre Church (demolished after 1991, frontage retained): a non-
conforming use in the TH (R-T) zone when the DNA sector plan established zoning inl1976. At
some point after demolition, the site was converted to off-street parking for adjoining office uses.

1215 Tijeras Ave — Unity Rectory and School (as of 1977, no evidence available for 1976) in a
Sformer single family home: zoning status unknown when the DNA sector plan was adopted.
Property was subsequently converted to use as law offices, a non-conforming use in the TH (R-T)
zone.

201 12" Street (large lot forming the corner with Tijeras Ave. NW) — The Lovelace House, dating
from the late 1920°s, purchased in 1975 by three attorneys for use as law offices, on the National

N
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Register of Historic Places and the State Cultural Properties Register: a non-conforming office
use when the DNA sector plan was adopted.

With the exception of the property at No. 1223, there has been a stable pattern of non-residential
uses for at least thirty years along this stretch of Tijeras Avenue. It is unlikely the request would
disrupt this pattern.

Section 1C:

The proposed zone change is not in conflict with applicable policies of the Comprehensive Plan
and, in fact, is supported by Policies B.5.d. and 0., B.7.a., C.1.b, C.5.c, D.4.b. and g, D.5.b., and
D.6.b. and d. of the plan.

Section 1D
The applicant considers that the existing zoning is inappropriate because:
(1) therc was an error when the existing zoning map pattern was created.

The intent of the DNA plan was to change the pre-existing zoning in order ‘to maintain the
historical development pattern of the area’ (see p. 13). Staff agrees with the applicant that the
DNA zone map for the north side of Tijeras Avenue NW between 13" and 12" Streets did not
actually reflect the mix of residential, office and church uses existing at the time of its adoption.
In general, the DNA map maintained the non-residential zones in these areas but not in the block
where the subject property is located. It is reasonable to characterize the subject property as
located in a transitional area between residential to the north and office/commercial to the west
and south along the Central Avenue corridor.

(2) the proposed use is also more advantageous to the community as articulated in the
Comprehensive Plan and the DNA Sector Plan.

The proposed use will be advantageous to the community by enhancing the pedestrian character
of the neighborhood and creating a small, intimate restaurant that will preserve its residential
character. It also contributes to the amenities and economy of the Downtown Activity Center and
supports the Major Transit Corridor of Central Avenue.

Sections1E

The proposal will not be harmful to adjacent property, the neighbors or community. 1t is
supported by the neighbors and the Neighborhood Association.

Section 1F
The proposal will not require capital expenditures by the City.
Section 16

The applicant acknowledges that economic considerations will not be a determining factor for the
request.

Scction 1H
Not applicable.
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A zonc change which would give a zone different from surrounding zoning to one small area,
especially when only one premise 1s involved, 1.e. a “spot zone”, may be approved when ...(2) the
area of the proposed zone change is different from surrounding land because it could function as a
transition between adjacent zones.

Unlike the applicant, staff considers the request a ‘spot zone’. Although it affects a single
premise, it is for a special use that retains the existing residential use and combines it with a
restaurant. As such, the combined uses could serve as a transition between the commercial
corridor along the southern edge of the neighborhood and the residential area to the north, which
complies with I (2) of the Resolution.

Section J
Not applicable.

ANALYSIS OF SITE DEVELOPMENT PLAN FOR SUBDIVISION/BUILDING PERMIT

Site Plan Layout / Configuration

The buildings affected by the Site Development Plan approval are the existing single family
residence and detached garage (total area 1,679 sq. ft.), with a front yard setback of approximately
20 feet, a side yard setback of less than 6 feet, and no rear yard setback. The internal residential
space will be remodeled for restaurant use, providing expanded kitchen facilities and a dining area
for 24 guests. The existing patio will be used for outdoor seating for an additional 24 guests. The
carage will be converted to a bedroom with bhath for the applicant. A one-story addition of 268
square feet will link the garage to the existing dwelling, providing workspace for the restaurant and
increasing the total footage to 1,947 square feet. Three access points to the restaurant are proposed,
including a new entrance between the patio and inside dining room.

The applicant has discussed the proposal with the Environmental Health Department and has agreed
to comply at the building permit stage with regulations sct out in the City’s Code of Ordinances,
Chapter 9 ~Food, Health and Sanitation, concerning restaurant operations.

The applicant is also aware that he will need to comply with ADA requirements related to the
restaurant use, including ramp access, toilet and any other facilities at that stage.

Walls/Fences
A new 6-foot wall will create a small enclosure between the converted garage and the existing
driveway and patio. The various other walls and fences are already in place.

Vehicular Access, Circulation and Parking
Guest access will be provided from the sidewalks on Tijeras Avenue and 13™ Street.

Parking information is provided on sheets 1 and 2 of the Site Development Plan. The house was
built in the 1920°s and therefore pre-dates the off-street parking requirement in the Zoning Code
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1965. One parking space will be provided on-site in the driveway. 37 spaces are available on-street,
on Tijeras Avenue NW, between 14™ and 12 Streets, and on 13" Street south of the residential uses.
This includes 6 spaces abutting the subject site. On-street parking credit for one half of these 6
spaces, or 3 spaces, could be obtained through the required notification process. The applicant has
supplied a letter from Kennedy & Han Attorneys, P.C., the neighboring landowner and occupant of
1215 Tijeras Ave NW (and 201 12" Street), stating that they are prepared to lease 13 parking spaces
to him for the restaurant in the evenings. These parking spaces are in an off-street parking lot
adjoining the subject site, which is used by the attorneys during office hours. Because of the
requested SU-1 zoning, it is the discretion of the EPC to approve or disapprove the parking
arrangements.

Lighting and Security

There is an existing city light pole at the corner of Tijeras Avenue and 13" Street. The applicant will
install low-level bollard lighting along the sidewalk leading to the front entrance on Tijeras Avenue.
Other lighting is not indicated on the site development plan, but the notes specify that extertor light
fixtures shall be full cut-off to prevent fugitive light.

Landscaping

The Site Development Plan indicates that 1,178 square feet of landscaped areas will be provided in
excess of the minimum requirement of 284 sq. ft. in the Zoning Code (see § 14-16-3-10). Much of
this area has existing plantings, including turf grass, perennials, shrubs and vines, which will remain.
Two existing trees next to the patio will be replaced and a third added; an additional 8 street trees
will be planted along Tijeras Avenue and 13" Street. All are species recommended by the City
IForester or the Advanced Planning Division. The City Forester recommends adequate irrigation to
accommodate future growth of trees and plants.

Grading, Drainage, Utility Plans

No new grading or drainage is involved. A new electrical panel and service will be installed on the
cast wall of the building addition.

Architecture

The existing building is a one-story gable roof bungalow constructed in the early 20™ century and is
listed as a ‘contributing’ property in the Fourth Ward Historic Overlay Zone. The clevations indicate
that the ridge of the proposed addition will be lower than that of the existing residence and its design
will echo that of the existing garage. The wall stucco and the roof color and materials will match
those of the bungalow. The restaurant grade kitchen will require a rooftop exhauster. Access
arrangements for wheel-chair users are not indicated on the site development plan, but will be
required. These various changes are subject to the Landmarks & Urban Conservation Commission’s
review, in order to insure that changes will comply with its Design Guidelines. The applicant must
receive a Certificate of Appropriateness from the City before he begins work.

Signage

The applicant is proposing a 3 by 2 foot illuminated wall sign to the right of the front entrance on
Tijeras Avenue, consisting of metal cut-out letters over stone.
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| Since the subject site is located in a block zoned TH Residential, it seems appropriate for the
proposed sign to comply with regulations for signs in residential zones (see Zoning Code § 14-16-3-
5(C)). The sign appears to comply in terms of size and location. Relative to (C)(3), it should not be
illuminated between 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.. The size of the characters seems to comply with
(C)Y6)c). Because of the requested SU-1 zoning, it is the discretion of the EPC to approve or

disapprove the proposed sign.
Concerns of Reviewing Agencies / Pre-Hearing Discussion

The City’s Advanced Planning Division and Forester made recommendations concerning tree
species, which the applicant incorporated into his revised site development plan. The applicant must
comply with the Forester’s comment on irrigation.

The applicant’s agent has spoken to staff from the Refuse Division of the Solid Waste Management
Department about their concern and has added a refuse enclosure to his revised development plan.

The Police Department has made requests concerning illumination, landscaping, signage and video
cameras. The applicant has revised his plans to include lighting along the walkway to the front
entrance, but considers other requests somewhat excessive in relation to the use and scale of the

development.
NEIGHBORHOOD CONCERNS

The agent submitted a letter of support from the Board of the Downtown Neighborhood Association
with his application (see attached). The Board voted unanimously to recommend approval, with the

understanding that:

1. the requested rezoning would not allow any future use other than single family residence or
‘single family residence and restaurant’;

2. the owner would not alter the property in any way that will significantly detract from the
historic street fagade.

CONCLUSIONS

The proposed sector development plan map amendment and site development plan are compatible
with applicable goals and policies of the Comprehensive Plan and the Downtown Neighborhood
Area Scctor Development Plan. The applicant has provided sufficient justification for the zone map
amendment as per Resolution 270-1980. His proposal has the unanimous support of the Board of
the Downtown Neighborhood Association. The proposed map amendment and site development
plan would be acceptable subject to conditions listed on pages 15 and 17.
